SENIORITY

Seniority (in rank) as of July 1, 2020, shall consist of the time accumulated (as an Illinois State
Police Officer) in your permanently assigned rank with .2 points earned per month up to a
maximum of 5 points (.2 points x 25 months = 5 points)

Master Sergeant Candidates will be provided the opportunity to review their respective job
knowledge test along with the list of answers on the State Police Merit Board’s website.
Information regarding the Post-Test Review Process will provided to candidates at a later date.

PROCESS

The 2020 Master Sergeant Job Knowledge Exam will be a CLOSED BOOK EXAM.
The Promotional Process will be conducted in accordance with adopted lllinois State Police
Merit Board Rules, Regulations and Procedures.
